6.3 Conservation measures (optional)

Principes de gestionL’intérêt prinicpal du site est consitué par des restes d’une nardaie, une zone à molinie ainsi que des zones de 
suintements avec des sphaignes en amont du site situé dans une coupe rase d’épicéas. La principale menace du site est l’apport d’éléments 
fertilisants provenant de la minéralisation de la litière accumulée dans l’ancienne pessière ainsi que dans l’abandon. En effet les espèces 
végétales liées aux nardaies dépendent d'une exploitation agricole extensive, surtout d'un pâturage avec des moutons jadis très répandu 
dans la région. Vu l’isolement et la petite taille du site, une réintroduction du pâturage s’avère difficile. Actuellement le site est géré par un 
fauchage tardif avec enlèvement du foin. La zone humide en aval devrait également être fauchée régulièrement pour éviter l’envahissement 
des ligneux. Les prairies maigres présentes sur le site sont également abandonnées. Ici une réintroduction d’un pâturage extensif pourait être 
envisagée avec l’exploitant agricole avoisinant.La gestion de la coupe rase d’épicéas présente en amont devrait s’orienter dans la 
réinstallation d’une tourbière boisée. Idéalement une succession naturelle devrait s’installer librement. Une replantation de résineux est à 
éviter.
