Other Site Characteristics

1.1 SituationLe site couvre une partie du haut plateau ardennais autour des localités de Wincrange, Hachiville, Troine et Hoffelt, englobant les 
vallées de la Troine, de la Sporbaach, de la Helzenerbaach, de la Emerschbaach et de la Biechelsbaach.1.2 Milieu physiqueLa majeure partie 
du site ( 55 %) est formée des couches du Siegenien supérieur, schiste compact, grossier, mal stratifié, avec de rares bancs de grès argileux.
A l'ouest du site, le long de la frontière avec la Belgique, affleurent les couches du Siegenien moyen composées de grès et de grès schisteux. 
A l'est du site se trouvent les affleurements des couches de l'Emsien inférieur, schistes bien stratifiés dits de Stolzembourg et grès quartzeux 
et quartzophyllades, dits quartzophyllades de Schuttbourg. Le longs des ruisseaux on trouve des fonds alluviaux.Les sols sont composés 
essentiellement (68%) par des sols limoneux-caillouteux, à charge schisto-phylladeuse, partiellement altérée (partie ouest) et non gleyifiés.

4.2 Quality and importance

naturelles de cette zone. Le Hibou des marais Asio flammeus est un hivernant rare. Tandis que cette zone accueille chaque hiver plusieurs 
individus de Busards Saint-Martin Circus cyaneus.Le Milan royal Milvus milvus dont la densité de la population nicheuse est ici une des plus 
hautes au niveau européen ? et la Bondrée apivore Pernis apivorus sont également nicheurs. Une espèce très intéressante, la Chouette de 
Tegmalm Aegolius funereus niche probablement déjà dans les forêts bordant la frontière belge, mais aucun cas de reproduction n'a pu être 
prouvé. Jusqu'à la date actuelle, plusieurs mâles chanteurs ont pu être recensés les dernières années.La zone est caractérisée par la 
présence d'espèces remarquables liées aux zones humides (prairies humides, bas-marais acides?). Ces biotopes hébergent les derniers 
couples de Tariers des prés Saxicola rubetra. Une vingtaine d'espèces d'oiseaux figurant sur la Liste Rouge Luxembourgeoise nichent dans 
cette zone, tels que la Bergeronnette printanière Motacilla flava et le Pipit farlouse Anthus pratensis. Les terrains agricoles hébergent des 
espèces menacées, tels que la Caille des blés Coturnix coturnix et les Pie-grièches grise Lanius excubitor et écorcheur Lanius collurio.Intérêts 
selon la directive "Habitats"Le site abrite six types d'habitats de l'annexe I de la directive.L'intérêt majeur de ce site est le ruisseau de Troine 
qui se trouve dans un état proche de l'état naturel. La présence des zones humides (prairies à molinie) et de prairies maigres de fauche est 
également un point fort du site.Le ruisseau de Troine présente des biotopes remarquables et héberge la petite lamproie de rivière (Lampetra 
planeri) et le chabot (Cottus gobio).De plus, un etang du site abrite le triton crêté.
