Other Site Characteristics

1.1 SituationLe site couvre la vallée supérieure de la Sûre, ses affluents et le lac du barrage. Il s'étend de la frontière belge jusqu'au barrage 
d'Esch-sur-Sûre et est caractérisé par des hauts plateaux entrecoupés de vallées et des vallons profonds avec des versants souvent abrupts.
1.2 Milieu physiqueLe site s'inscrit dans l'aire d'affleurement du Dévonien inférieur, composée en majeure partie des couches du Siegenien 
supérieur (Schiste compact, grossier, mal stratifié, avec de rares bancs de grès argileux).La partie la plus au nord du site s'inscrit dans l'étage 
de l'Emsien inférieur (quartzophyllades de Schuttbourg et Schistes de Stolzembourg).Dans les méandres de la Sûre, on trouve des dépôts 
fluviatiles, composés de limons et de galets quartzitiques et déposés durant les phases d'accumulation du pléistocène. Le fond de la vallée de 
la Sûre est recouvert par les dépôts alluviaux de l'holocène, composés de sable, de limons et de galets.La majeure partie du sol est couverte 
par des substrats limono-caillouteux à charge schistophylladeuse et à horizon B structural (sols bruns acides). Localement, on rencontre le 
même type de sol, mais à charge schistogréseuse. Les sols sont souvent de faible profondeur, environ 40 cm sur les plateaux et encore moins 
profonds sur les versants abrupts où la roche mère affleure par endroits. Leur capacité de rétention en eau est faible et les risques 
d'assèchement sont élevés.Les banquettes alluviales de la Sûre sont principalement constituées de sols sur matériaux limoneux peu 
caillouteux.Dans les fonds de vallons des principaux affluents se rencontrent des sols fortement à très fortement gleyifiés. Localement, on 
trouve des zones de suintement.1.3 Occupation du solLes plateaux sont surtout occupés par des territoires agricoles (16% de la zone) 
exploités comme prairies (307 ha soit 8% du site) et les cultures annuelles (250 ha soit 7% du site).Dans certains fonds de vallées subsiste 
encore des prairies humides et exploités de façon extensive (env. 29 ha).Les anciens taillis de chênes en partie en reconversion (env. 1.087 
ha soit 30% de la zone) et les plantations d'épicéas (1.065 ha soit 30% de la zone) dominent sur les versants. Les autres types de forêts ne 
couvrent qu'une surface restreinte. Le lac de la Haute-Sûre, avec ces 354 ha (soit 11,4% de la zone), constitue le plan d'eau le plus important 
du pays.

4.2 Quality and importance

Intérêts selon la directive "Oiseaux"La zone est particulièrement importante pour les espèces liées aux bois denses (taillis de chênes). Une 
des espèces cible est la Gélinotte des bois Tetrastes bonasia (syn. : Bonasa bonasia). Elle nécessite une strate arbustive dense pour la 
nourriture et des possibilités de se cacher et de nicher. Les taillis de chênes offrent ces deux aspects à l'espèce.La Cigogne noire Ciconia 
nigra niche dans les parties les plus anciennes des forêts. Ces grands oiseaux ont besoin de vieux arbres pour y construire leurs nids 
énormes. Une forêt calme avec un minimum de dérangements est un aspect très important pour garantir le succès de reproduction de ces 
deux espèces.D'autres espèces forestières présentes notamment dans les hêtraies sont le Pic noir Dryocopus martius et l'Autour des 
palombes Accipiter gentilis. La Bondrée apivore Pernis apivorus nécessite la quiétude en période de reproduction et des habitats semi-
ouverts, tels que chablis, clairières et boisements très clairs.En période de migration, plusieurs individus de Balbuzards pêcheur Pandion 
haliaetus sont observés annuellement autour du lac de barrage tentant de capturer des poissons.Intérêts selon la directive "Habitats"La zone 
contient 11 types d'habitats de l'annexe I dont 2 habitats prioritaires, à savoir les forêts de ravins et les forêts alluviales résiduelles. Ces deux 
habitats ne couvrent que de faibles surfaces mais doivent absolument être conservées.Signalons encore la présence de types d'habitats liés 
aux éboulis et talus de roches siliceuses qui hébergent souvent des espèces végétales remarquables.C'est la zone la plus importante pour la 
Loutre (Lutra lutra) du pays. Des indices de présence fiables de l'espèce y ont été trouvés. Deux espèces de poissons de l'annexe II sont 
également présentes dans la Sûre et ses affluents. Autres intérêtsLa zone est entièrement incluse dans le parc naturel de la Haute-Sûre.De 
plus, la zone est partiellement incluse dans un des quatre sites d'intérêt bryologique du Luxembourg figurant dans le "Red Data Book of 
European Bryophytes".Le site fait partie intégrante du réseau des "Important Bird Areas" (IBA) de Birdlife International.
