Intéréts selon la directive "Oiseaux"Les nombreuses roseliéres longeant la Syre abritent un nombre impressionnant d'oiseaux migrateurs
pendant les saisons de migration. L'espéece phare est certainement le Phragmite aquatique Acrocephalus aquaticus, le passereau le plus rare
de I'Europe continentale. Annuellement plusieurs individus y sont recensés en lisiere des roselieres et dans les carigaies. Le Gorgebleu a
miroir Luscinia svecica est une espece commune lors de la migration automnale, ainsi que la Rémiz penduline Remiz pendulinus.D'autres
espéces rares inféodées aux roseliéres et aux zones humides y sont communes en période de nidification, tels que la Rousserolle effarvatte
IAcrocephalus scirpaceus, le Bruant des roseaux Emberiza schoeniclus, le Rale d'eau Rallus aquaticus. Plusieurs individus du Phragmite des
joncs Acrocephalus schoenobaenus sont recensés annuellement dans cette zone, probablement 'unique zone de nidification de I'espéce au
Luxembourg.Le fauchage des prairies attirent les rapaces tels que le Milan noir Milvus migrans et le Milan royal Milvus milvus.Annuellement,
guelques individus de Cigognes blanches Ciconia ciconia passent |I'été dans la vallée de la Syre.
