Intéréts selon la directive "Oiseaux"Parmi les oiseaux de I'annexe | de la directive "Oiseaux" présents dans la zone, I'Alouette lulu Lulula
arborea, nicheur tres localisé, trouve dans les miniéres abandonnées un biotope tout a fait adapté a sa nidification, notamment aux endroits
semi-ouverts, non colonisés par la végétation arbustive, respectivement entretenues par une gestion adaptée. Les anciennes miniéres dans
le Sud du Grand-Duché constituent I'essentiel de la population nicheuse de cette espéce au Luxembourg. D'autres espéces inféodées a cet
habitat, tels que le Pipit des arbres Anthus trivialis, le Rougequeue a front blanc Phoenicurus phoenicurus, le Pouillot fitis Phylloscopus
trochilus? y nichent en grand nombre.Les espéces forestiéres, tels que le Pic noir Dryocopus martius sont présentes dans les hétraies.
Notamment le Pic noir y joue un role clé en créant des loges pour d'autres especes cavernicoles.Les fronts de taille accueillent le Grand-Duc
d'Europe Bubo bubo et d'autres nicheurs des falaises.Intéréts selon la directive "Habitats"Le site abrite neuf types d'habitats de I'annexe |,
dont quatre habitats prioritaires.L'intérét majeur du site est la présence de pelouses calcaires seches abritant un grand nombre d'espéeces
rares et menacées. La présence de ces pelouses s'explique par |'existence d'anciennes minieres aujourd'hui abandonnées. Etant donné que
les sols des anciennes minieres sont de tres faible profondeur voire inexistants, ces pelouses vont sans doute subsister pendant une période
assez longue, le temps du développement d'un sol mieux adapté aux espéces concurrentes. La végétation pionniére présente fait partie d'un
cycle naturel de recolonisation.Les pelouses calcaires couvrent, d'aprés la cartographie OBS une surface de 36,5 ha soit 10% de la surface
occupée par ce type d'habitat dans le pays.A noter également la présence des foréts alluviales résiduelles (I'aulnaie-frénaie des sources et
des ruisseaux et des saulaies humides mésotrophes a eutrophes), habitats prioritaires qui couvrent sur le site une superficie correspondante
a 1/10 de la surface couverte par ce type d'habitat dans le pays.Signalons encore la forét de ravin et la hétraie calcicole, deux habitats
forestiers abritant des especes intéressantes. Six especes de I'annexe Il de la directive ont été observées sur le site.Les anciennes mines
constituent des sites d'hibernation trés importants pour au moins quatre especes de chauves-souris de I'annexe |. L'observation de trois de
ces especes durant |'été prouve l'intérét de ce site comme terrain de chasse.A noter également la présence du Triton crété (Triturus
cristatus) dans un des étangs du site, zone cible ponctuelle.Autres intérétsLe site abrite un nombre impressionnant d'espéeces des listes
rouges. La plupart de ces espéces sont liées aux pelouses calcaires séches et aux pelouses pionnieres mais également aux foréts calcicoles.
Du point de vue ornithologique, citons le Traquet motteux (Oenanthe oenanthe), pour qui les minieres abandonnées constituent le seul milieu
favorable a la nidification pour notre pays. D'autres especes rares comme la Chouette chevéche (Athena noctua) s'y reproduisent. En tout, 7
especes d'oiseaux figurants sur la Liste Rouge des Oiseaux Nicheurs au Luxembourg nichent dans cette zone, tandis que 13 autres espéces
de cette liste peuvent y étre observées régulierement.Le site fait partie intégrante du réseau des "Important Bird Areas" (IBA) de Birdlife
International.
